How to Set up Tube and Install Vacuum Flange

1. Before heating tube furnace, you must place porous refractory tube blocks  ( included in standard package) into two end tube as shown picture below, otherwise alumina tube may be broken due to high thermal gradient  during heating,
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2. Please refer the picture below to install vacuum flange, then tighten three screws evenly.
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3. Tube furnace is designed to use under vacuum and low pressure gases. Never fill gas with pressure higher than 1.1 atm. You must limit pressure regulator in gas tank below 1.1 atm before filling gas, or keep valve open during gas filling to avoid high pressure built up inside tube, which may cause flange fly out.
